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  Transportation Opinion Poll

     The Morton Chamber of Commerce conducted an unscientific opinion poll of its membership to determine basic opinions of Morton area business people regarding the public transportation system as it currently exists, and the possibility of public bus service routes for the Morton area.  

     When asked to comment on regional transportation and perceived needs / benefits, the following comments were recorded: 

· As a moderate to higher end retail store, I do not feel this would help my store or my work force. 

· Might help Morton employees of major Peoria companies, as a group, depending on service schedules.

· If a business and its employees benefit, then let that business negotiate the service and payment. 

· I do not believe it would have much of an impact on our current employees, or on our ability to attract employees. 

· The Peoria area needs better access to improved air travel choices.

· A significant change in transportation needs is emerging from the changes in technology uses.  We have employees working from home. 

· It would be very wise for Morton (as well as the Peoria area) to be connected by rail to the AmTrak system that runs through Bloomington.

· A regional bus service that would take people to and from the Peoria and Bloomington airports, and make various stops along the way through different towns and major shopping areas would be great. 

· As property manger for a major apartment complex in Morton, I get questions about where the nearest bus service is.  Bus service would be great.

· I believe it should be a private enterprise project.

· A tax supporting the Civic Center / New Museum / and continual investment in Peoria as a convention center would be more acceptable.

· It should be self-funded (private, not public).

· If they can figure out how to do it without taxing, I would be for public transit service to Morton.

· I would rather not have a bus service between Morton and Peoria.  I see it raising the crime rate, and  providing no net benefit to the community.
     When asked to identify a choice between private and public funding of public transit service being supplied to the Morton area, the following response was recorded: 
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172 members polled ,  27 responding  (15%)
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
